b b hat happens when the market declines into bear territory? Once a bear market starts,
it is a paradox of investment life that “bad news” may eventually spark “good news.”

Often in the run up to a bear market, bad news is ignored (or at least minimized) by
investors who bid stock prices higher than they can be rationally supported. Then, a
tipping point is reached and pessimism takes over with a vengeance. Formerly confident
investors begin to see disasters everywhere.

Good companies and sectors often suffer along with the weak. But once
pessimism starts to run, the market begins to price in all the bad news it can find.
Where they once ignored unsettling news, investors start to seek it out and price it
into stocks across the market. Eventually, prices fall low enough to make
fundamentals attractive.

We can't say that the market has reached that point yet. But, at the risk of over
simplifying, pessimism has reduced prices so much that we are beginning to hear
from some analysts that fundamentals are relatively attractive. While the real
economy may enter or flirt with a recession for months to come, the current
bear market may reach the point where the potential recession has been priced
in and may begin to recover well before the economy recovers.

The most important consideration now is being positioned for the recovery. The

long term plan we can craft to meet your financial goals anticipates the possibility of
tough times.
